IIT, Committee Boat Procedures- The Committee Boat Procedures drawn up by

~ Clerk Lucas were adopted, as modified below, by the Executive
(/ j Committee.

Modifications:

1) On races where a second lap around the course is declared
by the committee boat, first lap times should be taken
and recorded in the event the wind dies, preventing
the fleet from finishing the second lap.

2) Boats crossing the finish line after the committee
boat has returned to the dock shall record their
finish time and report to the committee boat immediately.
Late finishers reporting their finish time to the committee
boat will have their race result changed from "DNF" +o
the proper standings, based on corrected time of finish.

IV, Dock Congestion- Gene Linkous brought up the problem of congestion of the
Lakeshore Marine dock before, add especially after races. There is
concern that the privilege of using Lakeshore as base of the club
may be lost if powerboats are unable to dock for fuel or other supplies
at Lakeshore. : :

Various w ays of alleviating the problem were discussed, with no
outright solution decided upon. The following measures will be taken:
1) Committee members will encourage boat owners to have their
boats returned to their moorings as soon as possible after
the race, Special attention will be given to keeping
the gas dock clear of sailboats.

2) The next issue of "Jibsheet" will bring members' attention
to the problem, and request boat owners to keep the dock
clear, Cruising boats. especially, will be encouraged
to raft-up at the dock to conserve space.

Gene Linkous will write a letter to members on the subject,
which will be mailed with the next issue of "Jibsheets".

3) If the problem continues, or worsens, the executive committee
will decide upon further measures to take to alleviate
the problem, such as holding post-race meetings at locations
other than Lakeshore, or instituting a point-penalty
system for racers that fail to clear the dock following
races, The executive committee agreed that everything
Possible should be done to avoid having to take such drastic
measures.

V. Treasurer- The club treasurer has only attended one executive committee meeting
since his election, and has generally been unavailable to carry out
the responsibilities of his office due to family and/or business
commitments, The executive committee unanimously voted to have
the commodore discuss the situation with Dave Leonard to see if
he felt that he should resign the office, and turn the books and

The attached budget was presented to the membership for discussion and approval

Discussion-Race fees- Bxec. Committee suggested that the racing program be financially

self-sufficient. Further suggested that entry fees be
charged for each race, with member fees being approx. $3.00,
nonmember fees being $4.00 for the first race, and
significantly higher for subsequent races if the entrant
does not join the club.

No objections were voiced to this philosophy, and the Race
Committee will meke a final determination of entry fees.

Other items on the budget- A1l income and expense shown on the budget
, is estimated. Ttems will be changed as required as
experience in the operation of the club is gained.

The membership passed the budget by voice vote.
ITI.Race Committee Report- Clarke Lucas (Race Captain was not present)

Clarke Lucas has sent for information on an alternate handicap system for
the 1980 race schedule. When the information is received, the
Exec. Committee will meet to decide if it should be adopted.

The race schedule for 1980 has been set(copy attached). The schedule has
been divided into three series: Spring, Summer, snd Fall.
Each series will have two or three throwouts. The starting time
for the races will be decided shortly, with 1:00-2:00PM being
considered.
